








Judged and Juried Show Rules
1. In order to exhibit, a member must have attended
three regular meetings during the year.
2. Entry fees are determined by the Show Committee.
3. Entries must be ready to hang at registration time.

a. Frame and wire should be secure/strong enough
to support artist work for the duration of the exhibit.

b. Framed works in acrylic/oil should have wire
attached to frame, not to the work.

c. Saw Tooth Hangers are not accepted, SoftStrand
wire is recommended.

d. WatercolorlPastel/Graphite/Scratch BoardlPen &
Ink etc. should be matted with glass/plexiglass for protec­
tion ofthe artists work.

e. All entered work must be completely dry.
f. Exhibited work cannot be larger than the panel it is

displayed on.
g. Quality materials are to be used in exhibited works.
h. Exhibited work must be original and entirely the

work ofthe artist. Class painting (unless original one ofa
kind) tole, craft and nudes will not be accepted. Paintings
from the artist's own photographs are encouraged.

i. Exhibit labels must be taped to the back of all
exhibited work.

j. Exhibited work must remain for the show duration .
k. An artists specfic work may not be shown more than

once in a PAG Exhibit. Art at JB's does not qualify as a
PAG Exhibit, therefore, art shown at JB's may be entered in
a PAG Exhibit if it has not previously been shown. Art
through business at JB's is another opportunity to display/
sell works of art.

L. At the conclusion of the exhibit, each artist must
pick up or arrange for his/her work to be picked up. Failure
to do so will result in a handling and storage fee not to
exceed $5.00 per day.

Guidelines for Artist of the Month:

This event is held monthly, September to April, and.
open to all members of the Guild.
Artists are limited to one framed work each month.
Artists awarded Artists of the Month are not eligible for
further monthly competition in our yearly cycle.
All Artists of the Month are automatically entered in the
Artist of the Year Event, held in May.

o Artist of the Year will then be chosen from those quali­
fying artists. (If you have sold the awarded work you
may substitute another work for the May event.)

"It has come to the attention ofthe ArizonaArt Alliance that
artists are entering work into our show that may not be their
own original work. There are many definitions of
'original'and many articles are still being written as the art
world tries to come to some agreement. The ArizonaArtAI­
liance cannot and does not want to prove or disprove any
artist's claim to originality but trusts the participating artist's
honesty and ethics when they present their artwork as their
own. If any piece of art is found to be a copy of another
artist's work, an overlay painted over another's work/photo,
or the medium is not correctly identified/labeled, the work
will be removed from the show. The Arizona Art Alliance
trusts all artists participating in their shows to have the same
desire they do to present beautiful art by honest, ethical art­
ists."
As juried artists we have the responsibility to present our

artwork as our own. Ifwe do not, we are essentially being
dishonest, unethical, and fraudulent.

Remember, the next jurying deadline is 5/30/10. I urge
our members to continue an endeavor to participate in the
jurying process. The AAA is definitely moving toward better
and more publicized and professionally presented shows.
